Material Research: a phantom Scenery project. 

Background Information: Your phantom project is a 4 hour arts integrated lesson teaching design and painting techniques to 30, 2nd and 3rd graders in order to design and create scenery for their class play.  The teacher is adamant that the student design and paint the scenery themselves. Assume that the only art materials the teacher has in the classroom are #2 pencils and 3 large refrigerator boxes she has saved for the background. 

Assignment Objective:  Your assignment is to choose and list specific materials, brands, place of purchase, amounts, sizes, and prices of materials that are necessary for implementing this project.  Your budgetary goal is to spend no more a total of $75.

DO NOT GO OUT AND BUY THESE MATERIALS.  You are doing the research for the materials purchases. First, decide on the all materials and sizes you will need to successfully implement the project to create a shopping list.  Visit stores, use the phone and the internet to find and compare materials, brands, quality and costs. Choose item, brands, sizes of containers ( brushes/pencils/etc), amounts, and price for each item bulk purchase and list below. List materials even if they are free. Finally, tally your costs and divide by number of students to find your cost per student for the project. Continue on back if needed.
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
